Pennington Foundation

With loads of thanks to the Pennington Foundation once again, children placed in
foster care (out of home care) have been/are being provided a great deal of necessary
items (School supplies, Clothing, and Christmas Gifts). Information on school
supply pick up was sent out weeks ago and we have served about 2/3rds of all school
age children in foster care. We still have backpacks and school supplies available at
the FEC for any child in an ‘out-of-home’ placement and in custody of

WCHSA. We also have about 20 donated pre-filled backpacks for kiddos that the
agency is working with or has custody of that may be back home on an in-home

safety plan. Please come by the FEC to pick up your child’s school supplies.

Clothes Shopping as we have done for the past few years, clothing shopping days have been scheduled and are

noted below. What does this mean for you?

- As the placement resource for a child in foster care, you will choose one of the dates AND times below and email

your request to HSA-PenningtonProject@washoecounty.gov.

- You WILL receive a confirmation email of the date/time you are scheduled.

- You will need to arrive at Target well in advance of your check-out time to ensure you have enough time to shop
(we suggest no later than 1 hour prior to your check out time — if you finish early you can check-out early).

- Once at the Sparks Target you will find an HSA representative sitting at a table near the front of the store who will
provide you a ‘shopping pass’. Instructions and your check-out time will be noted on the pass. You and the child
will shop together and choose what he/she likes and then head to the register at your check-out time.

- Once an HSA staff pays for the purchase, you and the child will take home all of their new clothing and HSA will
keep the receipt.

- Should you need to make any returns, you will do so at Target utilizing their ‘I don’t have a receipt’ policies —
therefore it is important that you and the child are positive that their clothing fits before checking out (size up a bit

so your child has time to actually wear the clothing and account for any shrinkage).

A few additional points to consider/remember:

1. Each eligible child will be able to spend $250+ on clothing/shoes (tax exempt). Eligibility: placed in foster
care (out of home care) In Washoe County (or close by but still in Nevada) with an OPEN case with
WCHSA. Unfortunately, children already adopted or children placed back home with their birth parents are
not eligible.

2. With hundreds of kiddos to coordinate/shop for, staffing schedules, and store availability to take registers off-
line for this event, it is imperative that we follow our own processes. No exceptions to the schedule of shopping
days or processes listed above will be made barring emergencies. We understand some folks will have to take
time out of busy days to do this, but it’s the best process we have available.

3. Itis imperative that you do not show up at Target prior to 1 hour before the first check-out time listed (as that

is when HSA staff will be present to provide assistance). Last year we had several folks not follow Target’s

directives and our processes, which nearly jeopardized our ability to hold this event again.
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4. School-age children should be present to choose their own clothing. This is imperative, especially with children

who are unable to make many of the choices in their lives. We want them to have a say in what they wear
every day. However, we also know that the times are not necessarily conducive to the school schedule — so, if
you cannot bring the child with you, please make sure to get his/her feedback on what they want.

5. Please remember that everything a child receives from anyone during their time in foster care MUST be kept
with them and move with them to their next placement whether that’s another foster home or their birth

family.

6. As stated above, returns/exchanges are at the discretion of the store. You will not be provided with a paper
receipt for purchases so it’s imperative that you ensure the clothing fits prior to checking out — size up a bit and
account for growth and shrinkage.

Christmas Shopping Information on Christmas shopping days (late November/early December) will be sent

out in late October/early November. However, you can expect that shopping days for this event will be done almost
exactly as the clothing shopping except that kids will not be present! For clarification, questions, concerns, please only

- Como recurso de colocacién para un nino en cuidado de crianza, elegira una de las fechas y horas a

continuacion y enviara su solicitud por correo electrénico a HSA-PenningtonProject@washoecounty.gov.

- Recibira un correo electrénico de confirmacién de la fecha / hora que esta programado.
- Debera llegar a Target (Sparks) con suficiente antelacién a su hora de salida para asegurarse de tener
tiempo suficiente para comprar (le sugerimos que no mas tarde de 1 hora antes de su hora de salida, si
termina temprano, puede salir temprano).
- Una vez en Sparks Target, encontrara a un representante de HSA sentado en una mesa cerca del frente de
la tienda que le proporcionard un "pase de compras". Las instrucciones y su hora de salida se anotaran en
el pase. Usted y el nifio compraran juntos y elegiran lo que le gusta y luego se dirigiran a la caja
registradora a la hora de salida.
- Una vez que el personal de HSA pague la compra, usted y el nifo se llevaran a casa toda su ropa nueva y
HSA guardara el recibo.

- Si necesita hacer alguna devolucion, lo hara en Target diciendo "No tengo un recibo", por lo tanto, es
importante que usted y el nifio estén seguros de que su ropa le queda bien antes de pagar (aumente un poco
el tamafo para que su hijo tenga tiempo de usar la ropa.
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Dia de compras FECHAS / HORAS DE SALIDA: Comuniquese con HSA-
PenningtonProject@washoecounty.gov para programar su hora y ver qué fechas y horas atn estdan disponibles.

Algunos puntos adicionales a considerar/recordar:

1. Cada nifo elegible podra gastar $ 250 en ropa / zapatos (exentos de impuestos). Elegibilidad: colocado en
cuidado de crianza (cuidado fuera del hogar) en el condado de Washoe (o cerca pero ain en Nevada) con
un caso ABIERTO con WCHSA. Desafortunadamente, los ninos ya adoptados o los nifios colocados en
casa con sus padres biolégicos no son elegibles.

2. Con cientos de nifos para coordinar / comprar, horarios de personal y disponibilidad de tiendas para
llevar registros fuera de linea para este evento, es imperativo que sigamos nuestros propios procesos. No
se haran excepciones al horario de dias de compras o procesos enumerados anteriormente salvo
emergencias. Entendemos que algunas personas tendran que tomarse un tiempo de los dias ocupados
para hacer esto, pero es el mejor proceso que tenemos disponible.

3. Esimperativo que no se presente en Target antes de 1 hora antes de la primera hora de salida indicada
(va que es cuando el personal de HSA estara presente para brindar asistencia). El afio pasado tuvimos
varias personas que no siguieron las directivas de Target y nuestros procesos, lo que casi puso en peligro
nuestra capacidad de celebrar este evento nuevamente.

4. Los nifios en edad escolar deben estar presentes para elegir su propia ropa. Esto es imperativo,
especialmente con los nifios que no pueden tomar muchas de las decisiones en sus vidas. Queremos que
tengan voz y voto en lo que usan todos los dias. Sin embargo, también sabemos que los horarios no son
necesariamente propicios para el horario escolar, por lo que, si no puede llevar al nifio con usted,
asegurese de obtener sus comentarios sobre lo que quieren.

5. Recuerde que todo lo que un nifio recibe de cualquier persona durante su tiempo en cuidado de crianza
DEBE mantenerse con ellos y mudarse con ellos a su préoxima ubicacién, ya sea otro hogar de crianza o su
familia biologica.

6. Como se indicé anteriormente, las devoluciones / cambios son a discrecién de la tienda. No se le
proporcionara un recibo en papel para las compras, por lo que es imperativo que se asegure de que la ropa

le quede bien antes de pagar: aumente un poco y tenga en cuenta el crecimiento y la contraccion.

COmpraS navidenas: La informacién sobre los dias de compras navidenas (finales de noviembre /

principios de diciembre) se enviara a finales de octubre / principios de noviembre. Sin embargo, puede esperar
que los dias de compras para este evento se realicen casi exactamente como las compras de ropa, jexcepto que los

niflos no estaran presentes!

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NRS 202.485

Leaving child unattended in motor vehicle; penalty;
exception.

1. A parent, legal guardian or other person responsible for
a child who is 7 years of age or younger shall not knowingly and
intentionally leave that child in a motor vehicle if:

(a) The conditions present a significant risk to the health
and safety of the child; or

(b) The engine of the motor vehicle is running or the keys
to the vehicle are in the ignition unless the child is being
supervised by and within the sight of a person who is at least
12 years of age.

Reno Administrative Code

Sec. 8.16.060. - Duties of parents, guardians and all adult
persons.

(a)It is unlawful for any adult to contribute to the delinquency
of any minor without regard to age. The crime shall consist in
any act by such adult in aiding, abetting or furthering the
breach of any municipal ordinance or state statute by any
minor, either before, after or during the fact thereof.

(b)It shall be unlawful for any person who is a parent or
guardian, or for any person who has been entrusted by a
parent or guardian, to fail to supervise and attend to a child or
children under the age of ten years.

Sparks Administrative Code

Section 10.48.180 - Locking persons in parked vehicles.

KIDS ARE NOT TO BE LEFT IN VEHICLES ALONE
FOR ANY LENGTH OF TIME

NRS 202.485 makes it a crime in
Nevada to intentionally leave a child
under eight (8) years old in a car if
. the keys are in the ignition or
. the conditions are potentially

hazardous.
The only exception is when someone
else at least age twelve (12) is
actively supervising the child.

It is unlawful for any person to leave standing or parked any vehicle when the doors of the same are locked in

which there is a person or persons who cannot readily escape therefrom.

Section 10.60.110 - Ignition keys in unattended vehicle.

A. No person driving or in charge of a motor vehicle shall permit it to remain unattended on any public street,
highway or alley, or in any public parking lot, or in any place readily accessible to the public, without first
stopping the engine, locking the ignition, removing the ignition key from the vehicle, effectively setting the brake
thereon and, when upon any grade, turning the front wheels to the curb or side of the street or highway.

B. Whenever any police officer finds a motor vehicle unattended with the ignition key in the vehicle, in violation
of this section, such police officer may remove such key from such vehicle and deliver it to the police station.

C. The registered owner of a vehicle found in violation of this section shall be held prima facie
responsible for any such violation.




NRS 202.485

Dejar al nifio desatendido en un vehiculo motorizado; pena; excepcion.

1. Un padre, tutor legal u otra persona responsable de un nifio de 7 aflos o menos no dejara a ese nifio en un
vehiculo motorizado a sabiendas e intencionalmente si:

a) Las condiciones presentan un riesgo significativo para la salud y la seguridad del nifio; o

b) El motor del vehiculo de motor esta en marcha o las llaves del vehiculo estan en el encendido, a menos que el
nino esté siendo supervisado por y a la vista de una persona que tenga al menos 12 anos.

Codigo Administrativo de Reno
Seccion 8.16.060. - Deberes de los padres, tutores y todas las personas adultas.

a) Es ilegal que cualquier adulto contribuya a la delincuencia de cualquier menor sin tener en cuenta la edad. El
delito consistira en cualquier acto de dicho adulto para ayudar, instigar o promover el incumplimiento de cualquier
ordenanza municipal o estatuto estatal por parte de cualquier menor, ya sea antes, después o durante el hecho de
la misma.

b) Sera ilegal que cualquier persona que sea padre o tutor, o cualquier persona a la que se haya encomendado un
padre o tutor, no supervise y atienda a un nino o ninos menores de diez anos.

Codigo administrativo de Sparks

Seccion 10.48.180 - Encerrar a las personas en vehiculos estacionados.

Es ilegal que cualquier persona deje de pie o estacionado cualquier vehiculo cuando las puertas del mismo estén
cerradas con llave en las que haya una persona o personas que no puedan escapar facilmente de él.

Seccién 10.60.110 - Llaves de encendido en vehiculo desatendido.

A. Ninguna persona que conduzca o esté a cargo de un vehiculo motorizado permitira que permanezca
desatendido en ninguna calle, carretera o callejon publico, o en cualquier estacionamiento publico, o en
cualquier lugar facilmente accesible al publico, sin detener primero el motor, bloquear el encendido, quitar la
llave de contacto del vehiculo, poner efectivamente el freno en el mismo y, cuando esté en cualquier grado, gire
las ruedas delanteras hacia el bordillo o al lado de la calle o carretera.

B. Siempre que un oficial de policia encuentre un vehiculo motorizado desatendido con la llave de contacto en el
vehiculo, en violacién de esta seccion, dicho oficial de policia puede quitar dicha llave de dicho vehiculo y
entregarla a la estacion de policia.

C. El propietario registrado de un vehiculo que se encuentre en violacion de esta seccion sera considerado prima
facie responsable de dicha violacion.

It’s important to get my annual/ renewal documents into
my licensing worker timely.

True, Nevada Administrative Code 424.180 requires that a licensee wishing to
renew its license to operate a foster home shall apply to the licensing authority for
renewal at least 60 days before the license expires. Failure to comply with annual
requirements for maintaining a foster care license can result in denial or revocation
of a foster care license. Additionally, if foster children are placed in the home,
foster care reimbursement payments can be suspended until such time that the
licensee comes into compliance.

Please submit ALL required annual/renewal documents prior to their expiration
date. Binti sends licensees reminder emails 90, 60 and 30 days prior to these items
expiring. Additionally, Binti maintains a checklist which shows licensees which
documents are required. Documents can be uploaded directly to Binti. If you are
having difficulty doing so from your cell phone, please try using a computer to
upload documents.

Ensure you are checking your email regularly. Timely submission of documents
will ensure your license and payments are not affected.

El incumplimiento
de los requisitos anuales para mantener una licencia de cuidado de crianza puede resultar
en la denegacién o revocacién de una licencia de cuidado de crianza. Ademas, si los nifios de
crianza son colocados en el hogar, los pagos de reembolso de cuidado de crianza pueden

suspenderse hasta el momento en que el licenciatario cumpla con los requisitos.

Envie TODOS los documentos anuales / de renovacién requeridos antes de su fecha de
vencimiento. Binti envia a los licenciatarios correos electrénicos recordatorios 90, 60 y 30
dias antes de que estos articulos expiren. Ademads, Binti mantiene una lista de verificacién
que muestra a los licenciatarios qué documentos se requieren. Los documentos se pueden
cargar directamente en Binti. Si tiene dificultades para hacerlo desde su teléfono celular,

intente usar una computadora para subir sus documentos.

Asegiirese de revisar su correo electrénico regularmente. El envio oportuno de los
documentos garantizara que su licencia y sus pagos no se vean afectados. Péngase en

contacto con su trabajador de licencias si tiene preguntas.
